This enables small to medium sized businesses to get an enterprise-level computing experience at a predictable and affordable monthly cost. Additionally, large enterprises are able to enjoy the same benefits but at a fraction of the cost.

It is these cost-saving benefits that have finally pushed cloud computing into the limelight, and propelled NexTek’s rapid growth. In 2009, during the midst of the worst economic recession the country has faced in decades, NexTek doubled in size, and expects to double again in 2010. By reinvesting in its hardware and software infrastructure, the company has emerged as the largest company in Memphis to offer hosted computing services. While other companies are just now exploring cloud computing service offerings, NexTek has had active customers for several years utilizing their cloud computing services and the company continues to re-invest into this proven solution.

In March, NexTek will open a second office to serve the Nashville area, but this isn’t the company’s first foray outside the Memphis market.
